INSTALLATION

NOTE: The step washer in the rear mount will be required on all 
applications with a weld-in fender nut. If your application uses a clip 
nut, remove the step washer from the rear bracket.

1. On your new seat, loosen the two screws securing the rear   
bracket so the bracket will move with some resistance.

2. Install the seat securing the front into the tab on the rear of the 
fuel tank. Bump the seat forward, closing the gap between the 
seat and the fuel tank.

3. Adjust the rear bracket to line up with the hole in the fender. 
Remove the seat, tighten the rear bracket and reinstall the seat.
